The meeting was called to order at 2:07 p.m.  Event Chairman Phil Simon welcomed everyone and recognized the members of the board, tournament chairs, and club managers.  He also asked the past presidents to stand for acknowledgment.

President Yvette Neary thanked everyone for attending and gave a State of the Unit Report.   Last year she announced that one of her priorities was to establish an Education Program and have bridge taught in area schools.  Thanks to the efforts of Kathy Lucas and the Education Committee, Lynnette Koski is now teaching a class in North Lake School, and the committee hopes to have other classes going before the end of this year.  It was also noted that the new format for the Summer Team competition, under the direction of Chuck Bantz, has been very successful and participation has increased over previous years.

Sandy Palmer presented the treasurer’s report and said there was a balance of $29,417.97 in the Unit 222 bank account.

Meredith Mattison reminded us that our unit sends a small donation to the ACBL as a memorial when a member of our unit dies.   She read the names of our members who passed away during this past year.

Wes Erni asked that the board consider changing the flights for the Club Player of the year.  Currently they are 0-100 for Flight C, 100-500 for Flight B, and 500+ for Flight A.  This is not an accurate representation of the lowest, middle, and top master point levels of our unit members.
Yvette commended Phil Simon on his job in running the Unit Dinner.  Phil announced he has resigned as chairman, and the new chairperson will select the date and site for next year.  Yvette also recognized Meredith Mattison for her work with multiple projects over the past year.

Dan Dennehy asked for an update on the regional tournament currently scheduled to be held in Lake Geneva in December of 2012.  The March 5, 2010, “opt out” deadline was discussed, along with the information that has been gathered about possible sites in the Milwaukee area and the possibility of a split regional with WUMBA.  John Stimson made a motion to table the discussion, and Barbara Recht seconded the motion.  The motion passed.
