Flight A: unlimited… Flight B: 0-1500… Flight C: 0-300

Double Elimination Format

Matches will be 26 boards in length, unless both teams agree to play a longer match.

Ties will be resolved by successive 4-board playoffs until a winner is determined.

Seeding is based on the masterpoint holding of the top 4 players on the team, except that the defenders will be seeded first.  There are no seeding rights. If the seating position is in dispute, each captain will submit a geographical chart.  This procedure will be repeated in the second half and in any overtime period if the dispute persists.

Teams will consist of 4, 5 or 6 players.  The 5th and 6th players may also be added after the event has begun and can be very useful in providing flexibility to solve scheduling problems.  To be eligible for overall masterpoint awards, players must play at least half the boards played by the team, excluding overtime playoffs.  Players not eligible for overall awards can still receive match awards. 

Approximately 3 weeks will be allotted for each match .  A list of deadline dates appear on the bracket sheet .  Teams may (and are encouraged to) agree to play before the deadline.  Lacking agreement on a date, the match will be played on the deadline date.  If only one team is available to play on the deadline date, that team will be declared the winner.  If neither team is prepared to play on the deadline, both teams will be withdrawn from the event.  It is assumed that captains will work together in good faith to schedule the match.  Please let me know if you have difficulty in scheduling a match.  

No entry fee will be charged unless you play your matches at a club, in which case you should notify the director in advance so that an extra set of boards will be available and to confirm that a game will indeed be held.  Peter Wilke indicated that there is a good chance he will open the Bridge Center on Tuesday, Wednesday and Thursday evenings if teams give notice that they wish to play.  If you play at a site without a director you may get rulings by phone from any ACBL certified or qualified director.  If a player requests a committee to review a director’s ruling and the director approves the request and the result may determine the winner and a suitable committee is not available at the playing site, then I will appoint an appropriate committee.
